Doon Doon, Dungay, and Fernvale
including farms, cemeteries and old
homesteads have been identified as
some of the Tweed’s haunted hot-
spots.
Poltergeist police Mrs Richard-
son and her ghost-solving partner
Shane Townsend visited the Tweed
yesterdayto check out someof these
locations.
The Tweed Daily News accompa-
nied Mrs Richardson and Mr Town-
send as they explored the historical
cemetery in North Tumbulgum and

the famous Lisnagar Historical
Homestead in Murwillumbah.
“When people die, if they are

really attached to something then a
pieceof themoften stayswith it,”Mr
Townsend said.
“It doesn’t necessarily have to be

something negative like a death or a
murder. Some people are raised in

their house their whole lives and a
part of them stays around.”
